
CODE AMENDMENT PROCESS
The Code Amendment process includes a number of steps which must be undertaken before any changes to zoning or policy can be implemented. 
Broadly, the process involves:

INITIATION

• Proposal to Initiate 
is prepared -
outlines scope of 
the amendment 
and investigations

• Lodged with
the Minister for 
approval (with 
advice from the 
Commission)

• Designated Entity 
undertakes 
investigations 
and prepares for 
consultation

• If approved, the 
Code Amendment 
is referred to the 
ERDC for review
- occurs within 28 
days of coming 
into effect
